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Design, build and test a design given a problem, materials, and specifications provided to the
contestant(s) the day of the event.
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Each team will design, build, and test a design the day of the competition. None of the
participants will know what the problem is until they walk up to the contest the day of the event.
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Will be provided the day of the event. Only materials provided by the judges are authorized.
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Will be provided the day of the event.
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The Competition will run continuously during the Challenge between 8:30 a.m. and 12 noon.
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Rubrics will be given to the students and teachers the day of the event.
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The contest is limited to six (6) entries per division per school. Each entry may be an individual
or a team project of not more than two students. The team members must all be part of the
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same division. For example, an 8" grader may not compete with a 10" grader in the Upper
Division.
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
